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SMALL KINDNESS

Small Kindnessa great endeavor
by Bait ul Mal to encourage small
acts of kindness that would multiply
our rewards with our Creator and
bring about meaningful change to
our fellow brothers and sisters.
There are numerous hadiths where
Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) has
encouraged small acts of kindness
(sadaqah) done regularly, and in
the Qurdn, Surah Al-Maun literally
translates to small kindness. It is
here that Allah (swt) mentions the
characteristics of disbelievers who
refuse even small amounts of
kindness.

How it Works

We collect a small amount of
money on a regular basis.

The donor fixes an amount that
he/she would be very comfortable
giving, even if it’s only a small
amount, but on a regular basis, for
exampleif a person chooses to
donate $1 a day, he/she is
welcome to do so, but there are
others who want to donate $2 or
$.25, NO AMOUNT IS TOO SMALL.

How the Money is Used

Imagine 50 people committing to
donate $1 a day, for one month.
This is what we can accomplish
together by each donating just one
dollar a day, every day

(50%30*1= $1500):

4 Pay the school fees of 4
children at the Islamic School
of Seattle for a month
(currently about 10 students
are in need of money for

¢ Buy clothes needed for 10
children for the rest of the
year ($150/child)

¢ Pay off medical expenses of
at least 5 poor Muslim
families.

Muslim sisters, single with children ended up going to the Christian shelters, which
of course are the only recourse available as yet. My heart wept thinking why
there aren't any Muslim shelters available2 We need Islamic shelters and
community services. | found Muslim sisters in the YWCA, Salvation Army, Catholic
Services... it’s a long list but there isn’t a single Muslim agency on that list. There
are a very few Muslim advocates, and we really need more.

While in the shelters | was asked to help other Muslim sisters in the shelter, each
one | helped, | asked them to help someone else and they did. One sister | sent to
an advocate helped her and her children and one day called her to come in and
interpret the language for a family that spoke no English, they were from Somalia,
so was she. The advocate called to tell me about how great a job she did. The
sister called to tell me she felt good helping some one else and was so glad to
pass it on. There are others like myself who wish to help. | am offering my service
to BAIT UL MAL. They were a safety net for me.”
